To avoid pressing error on touch panel accidentally, please remain space between the
surface of panel and the Bezel.

(2) Bezel opening must be designed between Viewable area and Active area. Bezel opening must not
touch Viewable area.

(3) We recommend elastic material made support.

(4) The edge of touch panel is conductive. Don’t touch it with metal after mounting.

(5) Please take notice of the grounding of power while mounting the touch screen, otherwise it may
have unstable situation
